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The Prime Minister of India, Dr. Manmohan Singh paid an official visit to
Malaysia from 26-28 October 2010. He was accompanied by his wife, Mrs. Gursharan
Kaur and a high level delegation comprising the Minister of Commerce and Industry,
Mr. Anand Sharma, National Security Advisor, Mr. Shivsankar Menon, Secretary to
Prime Minister, Mr. M N Prasad and, Secretary (East), Ministry of External Affairs, Ms.
Vijaya Latha Reddy.

Coming within nine months of
Prime Minister Najib’s visit to India in
January 2010, the visit signified the
new vibrancy and dynamism in the
bilateral relationship between the two
countries.

The Prime Minister had a
packed programme on Wednesday, 27
October, 2010, beginning with the official welcome ceremony at
Dataran Perdana.
